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OBITUARY

Sergeant Ian Donald Ward
of the Australian Civilian Po-
lice was tragically killed on
Tuesday 12th November 1974.
His companion Sgt John Wool-
cott was injured. They were
travelling in a landrover on
the Troodos—Lefka road when
they ran into an unmarked

minefield. They were carrying
out a humanitarian task of
reuniting a family. The father
was also killed and four chil-
dren injured. Sgt Ward was
born in Sydney 25 years ago
and joined the Australian Po-
lice in 1966.
